Growing up just south of 
Los Angeles, Sr. Berna-
dette (Mary) Reis would 
see her cousin Paul Mages 
when her family took vacation 
trips to visit his family in the 
Milwaukee area. For the first 25 
years after she entered the con-
vent with the Daughters of St. 
Paul at the age of 14, Sr. Berna-
dette and Paul saw each other 
only at a couple of family gath-
erings. 
 
Having reconnected over the 
past two years while living near 
each other in New York City, Sr. 
Bernadette and Paul have devel-
oped a deeper friendship. This 
has forced them to bridge the 
very different worlds they in-
habit: Paul’s as an openly gay 
man and Sr. Bernadette’s as a 
member of a traditional Roman 
Catholic religious order. 
During their wide-ranging dis-
cussion they confront issues 
ranging from how Sr. Bernadette 
reconciles the Catholic Church’s 
teachings regarding homosexual-
ity with her relationship with her 
cousin and his longtime partner, 
to how being gay deepens Paul’s 
commitment to his Christian 
faith.
