The theme of WYD 2011 inspires youth to grow in their relationship with Jesus Christ. To that end, the
Archdiocese of Detroit and Ignite Young Adult Ministry have been working on preparations for pilgrimage
options for World Youth Day in 2011. The next international WYD will be held In August of 2011 in Madrid,
Spain.

Plans are in process for another regional gathering much like in Sidney, OH in 2008.

Cost Savings Options

For this World Youth Day, we are excited that our travel company, Corporate Travel, is offering some new
ways to help keep costs down! First of all, there are early booking discounts! Every pilgrim who registers by
October 1, 2009 for packages A, B, or C will receive $100 off the total cost of the package. If any of these
pilgrims registers for one of the pre-WYD trips (packages E or F), an additional $100 comes off the cost of that
package. For example, if we decided that for WYD 2011, we’ll be going with package A (hotel
accommodations) and a pre-trip extension to Rome, package E, every pilgrim registering by October 1, 2009
would take $200 off the total cost.

A second cost saving measure involves a pilgrim paying for a package with cash or check, not by a debit or
credit card. Any pilgrim who makes all their payments with cash or check will receive additional money off the
package when making the final payment. The amount varies from $23 up to $60 off depending on your chosen
package.

A third way to bring down overall costs involves free packages. Within our group, for every six pilgrims who
register for our chosen travel package, our group is awarded a FREE seventh package. This can bring down
the total cost of each group member by splitting the total amount of the free package amongst all our
registered pilgrims. For example, let's say a we register a group of 7 pilgrims for package A (hotel
accommodations.) One free package of approximately $3244 has been earned. Split amongst all 7 registered
pilgrims, $463.00 ($3244 divided by 7) could be deducted from each of their trips. If we go on a pre-trip, those
additional costs would be covered for the free trip. The only exclusion is the WYD fee.

So, read on and look things over. The WYD Committee and Ignite Young Adult Ministry are committed to meet
the needs of our pilgrim brothers and sisters! Come join us on the journey!

Enrollment Form- Initial deposit is due by October 1, 2009 to secure availability.

Registrations after October 1, 2009 subject to availability and you will lose the early bird discount of $100.

Please complete the enrollment form by typing or printing all of the requested information legibly. Please send the
completed enrollment form along with the initial deposit to the address indicated. All forms must be signed accordingly.
Please contact your group leader for enrollment forms. Check with your group leader before choosing a package.

Pricing Disclaimers

Estimated Prices: All prices listed are estimates only, based on 2009 travel and estimated for 2011. You will receive notice
of price adjustments after the base airfare is announced in the Fall of 2010. A final invoice will be issued in the spring of
2011 after airline tickets are issued and air taxes, qovernment fees and fuel surcharges are firm. Also, any currency
adjustment will be announced in the spring of 2011. Details about these topics below.

Exchange Rate: Package rates are based on the currency exchange rate of §1.40 US dollars per 1 Euro and is subject to change.

Base Airfare: The Base Airfare included in Package A, B and C is estimated at $975 per person and could be higher or lower.
Eleven months prior to departure, group airfare will be open for booking. Actual Base Airfare may be higher or lower and
package prices will be adjusted when actual airfare is known in the Fall of 2010.

Air tax, government fees and fuel surcharges: This amount is in addition to the package price and is subject to change until
the airline tickets are issued. The estimated amount of $350 is based on 2009 travel. This amount can vary significantly
depending on the price of fuel at the time airline tickets are issued.

Increase for possible additional nights: Because of very high demand for air seats for World Youth Day, it is possible some
passengers may not travel on the dates projected. Additional lodging charges will be the responsibility of the traveler. This
situation will be evaluated after group air space is obtained in the Fall of 2010.

Averaging of price increases/decregses: The Archdiocese of Detroit reserves the right to assess increases or decreases in cost
based on an average amortized over all participants.

WYD Registration Fee

The Archdiocese of Detroit has estimated and included in the package prices the WYD registration fee of $350, the fee is
subject to change with the final notification from the WYD International Committee. In years past, the registration fee has
included simple accommodations, entry to all WYD Festival activities, public ground transportation, a WYD Festival
welcome pack, and a meal plan during the WYD Festival. Actual registration fee should be known by the Fall of 2010 and
you will be notified of any increase/decrease.

Medical Release Form

In order to assure the well being of WYD participants, we require that all youth/parents/quardians read, sign, and return a
completed medical release form.

Guidelines for Behavior

All pilgrims with Ignite Young Adult Ministry are required to review and sign the Group Expectations. In addition, if you
decide to participate in one of the pre-trips you must also sign the Archdiocesan Code of Behavior. Send completed forms
for each pilgrim to Corporate Travel.

How are payments handled?

If you would like to travel to World Youth Day, simply complete the enrollment form and forward it along with your initial
non-refundable deposit of $200 to Corporate Travel. Initial deposit is due by October 1, 2009 to secure availability and
obtain the early booking discount. To acknowledge your registration, we will send you an official confirmation letter stating
that you are officially registered. Please do not send cash. The Archdiocese of Detroit and Corporate Travel are not held
responsible for lost cash. Corporate Travel accepts Visa or Mastercharge credit cards. Cash discounts are available for payment
of your entire trip cost with cash or check.

Anyone wishing to travel and participate in World Youth Day in Madrid, Spain must have a passport valid until February 25,
2012. For your own protection, we require that you send Corporate Travel one (1) photocopy of your passport no later than
February 1, 2011 in the event that your passport is lost or stolen. If your passport is not received by February 1, 2011, your
reservation is subject to cancellation with no refund.

All cancellations must be in writing to Corporate Travel Service on or before the indicated deadline. Absolutely no exceptions
can be granted to the following policy. Please know if you cancel you will lose the amounts specified. Thus, it is highly
recommended to purchase the available cancellation/medical insurance as offered in this brochure.

For simple accommodations, cancellations from the time of booking to May 1, 2010 will forfeit $200 per person deposit.
From May 2, 2010 through March 1, 2011, forfeit $900 per person. Any cancellations after March 1, 2011 will be non-
refundable.

For hotel or dormitory accommodations, cancellations from the time of booking to May 1, 2010 will forfeit $200 per person
deposit. From May 2, 2010 through March 1, 2011, forfeit $1400 per person. Any cancellations after March 1, 2011 will be
non-refundable.

What if | can find someone to take my place in the event that | cannot go?

All name changes must be in writing and must be accompanied by the appropriate documents. Corporate Travel must receive
a cancellation letter along with the completed enrollment form of the new person, parental permission for those under 18,
medical release form no later than March 1, 2011. There will be a name change fee of $25 for all name changes through July 1,
2010. From July 2, 2010 to March 1, 2011 the fee is $200. Name changes are not possible after March 1, 2011. There is an
additional cost for changes in room occupancy that result from name changes. The maximum additional room cost is the
single supplement.

Package A with hotel accommodations or package B with dormitory are recommended. It is summer in Madrid and will be
very hot, thus Package C (Simple) may be very uncomfortable and water may be in short supply.

IGNITE YOUNG ADULT MINISTRY - WYD 2011 - GROUP EXPECTATIONS

We are happy and excited that you are joining the Archdiocese of Detroit with Ignite Young Adult Ministry for World Youth
Day 2011! This Ignite Young Adult Group expectation list has been developed to help ensure that the pilgrims traveling with
Ignite have the best possible group and individual pilgrimage experience. World Youth Day can be a very physically taxing
experience. So although you may be aware of your own physical limitations, WYD may be more taxing than anything you've
ever experienced before. This list was developed keeping in mind that we are all adults and responsible for our own
behavior while also recognizing that we will be traveling as a pilgrim group and setting an example for the other
Archdiocesan groups of teens that will be around us. In addition, this list helps to ensure that you get the most out this
experience. We expect everyone in our group to have a healthy, spiritual and fulfilling learning experience at World Youth
Day 2011. Always remember that this is a pilgrimage, not a vacation, and all expectations will reflect this pilgrimage aspect.

You must be 21 years of age by August 12, 2011 in order to travel with Ignite Young Adult Ministry to World Youth Day
2011. The Ignite Young Adult Ministry pilgrim group is not meant to take the place of parish groups attending World Youth
Day. If you have the opportunity to travel with your parish community as a participant or chaperone, we encourage you to do
So.

All of these guidelines will help to ensure a healthy experience, emotionally, physically and spiritually, for all our participants.
World Youth Day can be a very physically taxing experience, more than you may have ever experienced, please remember
this while you are making choices at World Youth Day. The choices you make will affect our entire pilgrimage group.

1. Ignite Pilgrims take part in World Youth Day as representatives of their parish and/or the Archdiocese of Detroit. Please
remember that it is important to exhibit responsible behavior as young adults as we are to be setting an example for
other pilgrims around us.

2. You must wear your WYD Credentials and carry a copy of the picture page of your passport at all times.

3. You are expected to participate in all World Youth Day events that we decide to participate in as a group culminating
with the World Youth Day Vigil and Mass. This includes the daily morning catechesis sessions.

4.  You are expected to attend morning catechesis and large World Youth Day events with the entire Ignite group. In order
to be respectful of everyone’s time and experience traveling with us, we expect you to arrive on time and in the
designated meeting location in order to travel to these events as a group.

5. Ignite Young Adult Group will be gathering as a group for reflection and prayer each evening. This will most often be at
the hotel when we come back from World Youth Day events. Ignite Group members are expected to participate in all of
these evening sessions, even if you plan to go out afterwards.

6. Decisions you make will have consequences on the entire Ignite Group. You may need to forfeit certain things for the
betterment of the group experience.

7. There is no curfew for Ignite pilgrims; however, we expect that you will attend all morning catechesis and other World
Youth Day activities no matter what time you come back to the hotel. It is recommended that you come back to the
hotel by 1am or earlier (The Archdiocese of Detroit has a 12am to 6:30am curfew for other groups traveling with them).
Also, in order to be respectful of other hotel guests, roommates and other Ignite pilgrims who come home earlier, noise
and visiting in the sleeping areas should be kept at a minimum.

8. You should never be travelling or going out alone. For your safety, we require that you are with at least one other Ignite
pilgrim anywhere you decide to go, however, we recommend that you are with at least 3 people.

9. Being a young adult group, we recognize some of our pilgrims will be married, engaged or dating someone else
traveling with us. As a Catholic group on pilgrimage, only married couples will be permitted to be coed roommates. In
addition, please be respectful of group members who do not have their significant other traveling with them or who are
single, by minimizing public displays of affection.

10. The use of drugs is strictly prohibited.

11.  When consuming alcohol, please exhibit responsible drinking habits (for example, a couple glasses of wine or beers
with dinner.) If you would not be able to drive home from wherever you are safely and legally (even though you would
never be driving at World Youth Day), then you have had too much to drink. Ignite pilgrims are expected to be at events
in the morning (not hungover) and not to come back to the hotel intoxicated.

12. Tobacco users who are over 18 may use tobacco products only when not infringing on another’s comfort level.

13. No one is permitted to give, lend or sell tobacco products to minors or give, lend or sell alcohol to participants under 21.
